= Which books are the “minor prophets’?

® Hosea, Joel, Amos, Obadiah, Jonah, Micah, Nahum, Habakkuk, Zephaniah,
Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi

® “Book of the 12”
= Why are they called “minor’”?

® They are generally shorter than the preceding prophetic books.

® |t has nothing to do with the significance of their content.
